 Access Statement for The Old Vicarage Bed and Breakfast Rockwell Green Wellington Somerset 
Introduction 

The Old Vicarage is a Victorian property with many original features. Our aim is to provide comfortable and friendly accommodation for all of our guests. We have 3 large bedrooms situated upstairs. They are all en-suite with either showers or a shower over a bath.  
 
Pre-Arrival 

• The nearest train stations are Taunton and Tiverton Parkway, each about 8 miles. There is no direct bus route from Taunton train station to Rockwell Green though taxis are readily available at the station and the journey can be done with one bus change. There is a direct bus from Tiverton Parkway, almost to our doorstep.  
•  
• Wellington on the National coach network and other local companies run coaches too. There are two local bus routes, the 22/22A (From Rockwell Green to Wellington and Taunton) and the 92/92A (to Taunton, Wellington, Tiverton and Exeter) 
•  
• We are usually able to collect guests from Wellington by prior arrangement. 
 
Arrival & Car Parking Facilities 

• We are situated next door (to the South) of All Saints Church. Our front entrance is by a pedestrian gate and involves walking up six well-maintained concrete steps. (No handrail) There is a gently sloping gravel path up to the house.  
•  
• However our car park is situated at the rear of the property (see website for detailed directions) The approach is a single track concrete lane, which is also a public footpath. It slopes gradually upwards. The entrance is narrow for vehicles such as long wheel base minibuses but once inside there is ample room to turn. The car park is tarmac with a gravel path beside the garage leading to the front entrance. The car park slopes slightly away from the house and has a drainage dip in the middle.  
• We can help guests with normal luggage.

Main Entrance, Reception & Ticketing Area 

• the entrance has a period open wooden porch with a slightly uneven slate base. There are two steps (heights 6cm and 14cm) leading into an enclose tiled porch with sunken doormat and a further step (14cm) leading into the hall. 
 
Public Areas - Hall, Stairs, Landing, Corridors etc 

• The hall has a tiled floor (on the same level) and the hallway has a corridor beside the stairs- -- wide by --- long. The stairs are round to the right and the entrance to the dining room is through an archway. The dining room door is on the right beside the stairs.  
• The stairs are carpeted with a fitted carpet, medium pile. The first flight ascends steadily with 14 steps --- high --- wide, with a wooden handrail on the right and a wall on the left as you ascend. There is a chair in the left hand corner of the mezzanine landing then 4 more steps to the top, handrail and wall as before. The landing is carpeted with the same fitted carpet as the stairs. The three guest rooms all lead of the landing at the top. 
 
Public Areas - Sitting room, lounges, lobbies etc 

• There is no lounge area available, however guests are quite welcome to use the dining area when not in use for meals etc. 
• We do not offer evening meals though we are usually quite happy to order and plate up take away meals which can be consumed in the dining room. 
 
Public WCs 

• The downstairs toilet is situated at the opposite end of the corridor to the main entrance, it is beyond a 3 meter square cloakroom which is used to stoor the family's coats, shoes and walking equipment. The entrance is reasonably narrow and the toilet space is long and thin making it necessary to close the toilet door before you can access the toilet.  
• The height of the toilet with the seat down is ---. 
 
Restaurant / Dining Room, Bar & Bar area, Take Away & Cafe 

• Breakfast is served in the dining room, there are no steps and the floor is carpeted with a short pile fitted carpet. There is one large dining table with individual chairs which can be moved around it. Menus are available in large print on request. 
 
Shop 

• There are two shops within walking distance. Please ask for details. 
 
Leisure Facilities 

• Wellington Sports centre with a 25 meter swimming pool is within a half a mile walk. 
 
Outdoor Facilities 

• We have an extensive garden which is available to guests. There are a number of short walks which can begin at the Old Vicarage. Please ask for details. 
 
Bedrooms & Sleeping Areas 

• All bedrooms are on the first floor and there is no wheelchair access.  
• Bedroom 1 has medium pile fitted carpet and a super-king size zip and link bed which can be converted into 2 full size single beds ---. There are 2 easy chairs without arms which can be converted into single sofa beds ---; and one bedroom chair with a back. There is a door leading to the en-suite bathroom. There is a tray with a kettle and tea, coffee and biscuits. There is a digital television. 
• Bedroom 2 has a short pile fitted carpet and a king size bed, height ---. One fireside chair with wooden arms height --- and one bedroom chair with a back. There is a door leading to a shower room. There is a tray with a kettle and tea, coffee and biscuits. There is a digital television. 
• Bedroom 3 has a short pile fitted carpet and a double bed ---. One fireside chair with wooden arms ---. There is a door leading to a shower room. There is a tray with a kettle and tea, coffee and biscuits. There is a digital television. 
•  
 
Bathroom, Shower-room & WC [Ensuite or Shared] 

• There are no handrails in any of the bath or shower areas though good quality removable ones can be fitted on request. 
• Bedroom 1 has an en-suite bathroom consisting of toilet ---, spa bath ---, with a shower unit above, wash basin and bidet. A lino tiled floor and a window with curtains and opaque roller blind. 
• Bedroom 2 has an en-suite shower room consisting of shower tray with sliding glass doors width--- length --- maximum opening width of sliding door ---, wash basin and toilet. The floor is one piece, non slip, lino sealed around the edges. 
• Bedroom 3 has an en-suite shower room consisting of shower tray with sliding glass doors width--- length --- maximum opening width of sliding door ---, wash basin and toilet. The floor is one piece, non slip, lino sealed around the edges. 
 
Grounds and Gardens 

• There is a large spacious garden containing  vegetables and flower borders with a small wooded area, meadow and orchard with a variety of tables and chairs which can be used by guests.  The summer house can be made available on request. Guests are quite welcome to walk around the greenhouse provided they ask beforehand. Guests are requested not to walk on the vegetable garden or venture into the wooded area or meadow when the bluebells are in flower. 
• Although the garden appears to be quite flat there are steps and undulations between various areas such as paving, decking and grass. 
 
Additional Information 

• Assistance dogs or other assistance animals are welcome by arrangement.  
• There is reasonable mobile phone coverage and guests are welcome to use the landline if the signal is not available.  
• All guest areas have sensitive smoke detectors fitted which are radio linked to a central receiver. We will personally alert anyone who has difficulty hearing alarms provided they inform us prior to their visit.  
• The fire exit is down the main stairs and through the front door. The fire assembly point is on the gravel path outside the front door.  
• Smoking is not allowed anywhere within the building though smoking in the garden is permitted as long as it is not close to doors or windows or likely to disturb ourselves or other guests.  
• We can accept small items of food / medications for storage in our fridge by arrangement.  
• Wi-Fi internet access is readily available throughout.
